5. Scholarship must be used by the recipient’s 24

 birthday or the money may be forfeited and returned 

to the association scholarship fund. 
 

APPLICATION PROCEDURE: (Check as you complete) 

 

1. Return your completed application forms and handwritten essay to the Scholarship Committee. 
2. Have your school official or counselor send a transcript of your last seven (7) semesters of school to 

the Scholarship Committee.  (Supply them with a stamped, addressed envelope.) 
a. High School Seniors – transcript from 9

th

 thru the 1
st

 semester of the 12 grade. 
b. College Students – your most recent past seven semesters which will include your college 

grades and high school grades. 
 

3. You may have more than one personal reference and they may include include teacher, counselor, 

employer, or minister, etc.  They may not include your relatives. 
4. Contact all of your references and make sure all your papers have been mailed before the April 15, 

2015 deadline.
