1. Return your completed application forms and essay to the scholarship 

committee.  

2. For high schoolers, have your school officials or counselor send a transcript of 

your last seven semesters to the scholarship chairperson.  This means from 

grades 9th through the first semester in the 12th grade.  For collegiate bowlers, 

request your school to send an official transcript to the scholarship 

chairperson. 

3. References may include Bowling coach, teacher, counselor, employer, minister, 

etc. (They may NOT include relatives.)  

4. Any use of AI in this application will be cause for immediate disqualification.

D. Essay
